Salary rates shown above are minimum salary rates.  Higher rates may be used; however, the rate must be 
evenly divisible by 9 or by 12, depending on the term of service for the individual.

Hire levels are set by the hiring department. All Graduate Assistants must be fully admitted to PSU graduate 
degree  programs and must not have university-level admission conditions.  Eligible graduate students in either 
master’s or doctoral programs may be hired for Level I positions (GTA/GRA/GAA I).

*Eligible graduate students in master’s or doctoral programs may be hired for Level II positions (GTA/GRA/GAA 
II) only if they have completed at least one year of satisfactory coursework in the degree program or hold a 
master’s degree or equivalent.

**Eligible graduate students in doctoral programs may be hired for Level III positions (GTA/GRA/GAA III) only if 
they have been advanced to doctoral Candidacy by the Office of Graduate Studies by September 1 preceding 
the academic hire year.
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
