Programmatic Description

The LECL academic program grew out of the Portland International ivtifetr Leadership in
Ecology, Culture and Learning (PIIECL). The LECL program reflectslgpth and breadth of
international discourse on sustainability and the United Nations Decade otiddica
Sustainable Development.

The LECL program addresses major discourses, issues, and pedagogsgéotaducating

for a more sustainable future. The program balances environmental sustainatbilggcial

and economic justice. The LECL program, like sustainability, is intepditsary in nature. Each
course in the program has an educational and communication component as well as an element
of indigenous knowledge systems.

Programmatic Values

Education for a more sustainable future is based upon values, ideals, and principles that unde
sustainability, such as intergenerational equity, gender equity, sociekjystiverty alleviation,
environmental preservation and restoration, natural resource conservation, and pes@eable
societies.

Discussion around sustainability includes values — personal and societal. Susyadaabes
with it a host of values related to human dignity and rights, equity, and care for ttenarent.



Additionally, sustainability takes these values a step farther and extemas t
intergenerationally. With sustainability comes valuing biodiversity and cestsam along with
human diversity, inclusivity, and participation.

LECL Curriculum

The LECL/EPFA program requires a minimum of 45 credits, including profe$simutes core
(16 credits), thematic specialization (20-22 credits), electives (7-9remhid culminating
experience.

Students typically take 2-3 courses during each quarter, selecting coarseldrprofessional
core, the LECL core, and electives. Students are expected to establighdimkth a community
partner and to begin their project or thesis research while taking courses. tiheline is
followed, a master’s degree can be completed within a period of 18 months to two years.

Community-Based Learning

Most EPFA courses carry with them a requirement for 30 credit hours of comfhasdy
learning. Specific requirements for community-based learning arg e instructor.
Community-based learning can be carried out in a variety of organizations andalcati
settings across the metropolitan region. LECL student with an interesiool smd community
gardens often volunteer at the Learning Gardens Laboratory assidtingasses for middle
school students or for special events.

Culminating projects take a variety of
forms depending on student interests, knowledge base, skills, and professionahegperi
Culminating project can include a comprehensive report on student’'s engagement inezh appli



project, such as development of curriculum, instructional materials, or a video doayment
evaluation of a current program; a survey; or analysis of learning in a sphitational
context. Projects often grow out of collaborative work in the community. The student in
consultation with the faculty advisor will decide the nature, content, and the depth of the
culminating project. Typically, students enrolled in EPFA 506 meet with ttheisa 4 to 6
times during the semester. Projects are submitted in writing and presetiieih @ aublic
forum.
