All students must satisfy both Bachelor of Science degree requirements and Criminology & Criminal Justice
(CCJ) major requirements. Mt. Hood Community College students who complete an AGS degree in Criminal
Justice can generally expect their courses to transfer to the PSU Bachelor of Science and CCJ major as shown
below.
